¢ Select an installation location as high as practical with minimum obstructions.
¢ Select an installation location that is greater than 1m from any magnetic compass.
¢ Select an installation location that is greater than 1m from any source of EMI.

¢ The mounting surface must be horizontal and level. NIGHTWAVEB,

¢ Ensure the camera installation hardware does not weaken the boat’s structure.

¢ Choose a drill size appropriate for the installation surface material and types of Q U | ( K S TA R T ( U | D E
fasteners.

« Ensure there are no hidden structures, wires or conduits beneath the install area
that may be damaged by the installation hardware.
